Hot spring, which is believed to date back to the Roman Period in
the light of historical and archaeological findings, was a settlement
region during the Ottoman Period.

Ottoman archives
reveal that there used
to be a village named
"Karanca" where
Yazlik is now.
However, no trace of
this village can be
n - found as of 19th
century. It is highly
likely that this village
was wiped out after the
1719 earthquake.




Bolgede bulunan kalintilar,
Yazlik Ilicasi'nin ilk defa
Roma doneminde insa
edildigini, zamanla tahrip
olan bu yapinin yerine
gliniimiizde mevcut olan
tonozlu yapinin Bizans
donemde insa edildigini
gostermektedir.

The remains discovered in
the region denotes that the
Yazlik Hot Spring was first
built in the Roman Period.
Since it was damaged in
time, the vaulted structure
which survived was built
in the Byzantian period.

Bagiskele Ilcesi Yazlik'ta (izmit-Gélciik Karayolu'nun
8.km' sinde) bulunmaktadir. Ilicaya ait tonoz ve
dogusundaki kanal kalintisinin tescil edilmesinden sonra
dikkat cekmeye baslamistir.
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The hot spring is located in Yazlik,
Basiskele (8th km on the Izmit-Gélciik
road).

It started to attract attention after the hot
spring's vault and the remains of the
aquaduct were registered.

During the excavations performed

by Kocaeli Museum Directorate in 2000,
numerous gold coins, earthenware,

and oil lamps were discovered.




Ilica’nin insasinda malzeme olarak
tas ve tugla kullanilmistir.

Ilicanin ana yapisini olusturan bu
tonozun orijinal haliyle ilgili
elimizde fazla bilgi
bulunmamaktadir. Ana yapiy1
olusturan tonozun yanlarinda kii¢iik
tonozlara da yer verilmistir

Yazlik Ilicasi'nda halen kullanimina
devam edilen suyun tahlili
yaptirilmis olup, kaplica suyunun
cilt hastaliklart ve bunun gibi bir¢ok
hastaliga iyi geldigi, su sicakliginin
22 C°ile 37 C° arasinda degismis
oldugu tespit edilmistir.



Stone and bricks were used for the construction
of the hot spring. The structure consists of a
big vault positioned in the north-south direction.
We do not have much information regarding
the original form of this vault which constitutes
the main structure in the hot spring. There are
smaller vaults nearby the big vault.

The water, which is still being used in the Yazlik
Hot Spring, has been analyzed and found to be
good for various illnesses including diseases
of the skin. Its temparature ranges from 22 to
37 degrees C.

Importance
Yazlik Hot Spring is the only health facility in Kocaeli
which survived from the Byzantine period.
